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Education has been accepted as a powerful and

effective medium to increase productivity beside

its other roles in any society. For all round

development of children in early 1937, Wood and

Abbott Committee stressed the inclusion of manual

work in the school curriculum.

Zakir Hussain Committee on Basic Education,

December (1937) recommended making spinning,

weaving and other craft the core of curriculum and

relating all subjects to the selected craft. The

Committee emphasized the need of incorporating

productive work (manual work) in regular

curricular subjects for holistic development of the

learners. It has disciplinary value for one's life and

creates self Confidence, self-respect and self-

reliance. It provides a varied opportunity for

initiative, creativity, co-operation and social

service.

Mudaliar Commission (1952-53) also

recommended that inclusion vocational education

in 7 years school curriculum to prepare students

for work by providing them with Practical skills

and knowledge.

The Indian Education Commission (1964-66)

introduce Work Experience as an integral part of

all education. According to the commission Work

experience (Now Work Education) is a method of

Dhemaji

integrating education with work; which is essential

for modern society that has adopted science-based

technology. Work in such society has to be

performed intelligently. Work education provides

some corrective measures to the over academic and

bookish character of education.

Ten-year school curriculum frame work (1976)

stress the need of work experience and it should

be central feature of school education at all levels.

National Policy on Education (1986) accepted the

concept of socially useful productive work (SUPW)

considered it as purposeful, meaningful, physical

work. From psychological view point the

productive manual work is extremely desirable as

it relives the children from the tyranny of purely

academic and the critical instruction against which

active nature is making a healthy protest. Manual

word done intelligently and not mechanically helps

to develop desired personality that is necessary for

a democratic society, psychomotor skills thus

developed provide the much-needed pre-vocational

orientation for smoother transit to world of Work

(NCERT 1991).

The National Policy on Education (1986) has

conceived work experience as purposeful

meaningful manual work, organized as an integral

part of the learning process and resulting in either
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goods or services useful to the community, both

mental and as well as physical work are the integral

part of life, because work is essential for fulfilling

the necessities of life i.e. it is necessary for both

physical and mental health. Pre-vocational

programmes/activities provided at the lower

secondary stage will help the learner to decide for

taking up vocational courses at higher secondary

stage according to their field of interest.

NCF (2005) emphasized the need and

importance of work in the pedagogical process.

NCF (2005) pointed out the pedagogical potential

of work in knowledge acquisition, developing

values and multiple skill development. As the child

mature, a work centered pedagogy can be pursued

with increasing complexity. A set of work-related

generic competencies could be pursued at all stages

of education i.e. basic, inter-personal and

systematic along with critical thinking, transfer of

learning, creativity, communication skills,

aesthetics, work motivation, work ethics of

collaborative functioning and entrepreneurship

cum social accountability.

NEP (2020) focus on competency-based

education, emphasizing developing skills and

competency rather than more knowledge

acquisition which could be possible through

leaching learning active participation of the learner

in learning process. Integration of work in the

pedagogical process only could develop critical

thinking, creativity, communication and problem

solving skills which are necessary for 21st century

global citizenship. It could help the learner to

develop a broader understanding of world and

prepare them for the complexities of upcoming

society.

Thus, Work education will provide learner

with opportunities of participating in social and

economic activities inside and outside school. It

will lead to development of desirable personal and

social qualities and positive attitudes, abilities,

potentialities, skills and understanding of the

principles and process related to work in which

learner engaged themselves. In addition, it will help

to develop in learners a general awareness of the

work environment. Work education has limitless

educational importance and opportunities in the

learner's life who might belong to any socio-

economic and cultural background. rr

Impact:- Leadership with a positive attitude
inspires both staff and students to strive for
excellence.
8. Peer Influence:-

Example:- In a classroom where students
encourage each other and celebrate academic
achievements, everyone benefits. For instance, a
group of students forming a study group to help
each other prepare for exams demonstrates a
positive attitude toward learning.

Impact: A supportive peer culture promotes
collective academic improvement and reduces stress.

The National Education Policy (NEP) 2020

3. Addressing diversity and inclusivity:-
Teachers' attitudes towards diversity, equity,
and inclusion can significantly impact students'
sense of belonging and academic success.

4. Positive school culture:- Fostering a positive
school culture that values collaboration,
mutual respect, and open communication
among teachers, students, and administrator.
By focusing on teachers' attitudes and
providing supportive environments, the NEP
2020 aims to improve the academic scenario
in schools, leading to better learning outcomes,
increased student motivation, and enhanced
overall educational experiences.

® Selection of students for the session

whether it will be done in groups or as a

whole class.

® Selection of tools and materials need for

the session.

® Time and duration.

1. Warm-up Exercise: Should start with a fun

and quick warm-up activity which stimulates

creative thinking and to get students in the right

mindset.

2. Present the Problem: Statement of the

problem clearly.

3. Ways to generate ideas: Use of different

ways to elicit ideas.

® Free writing: Students allowed to write

down all ideas come to their mind.
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® Round Robin: Each student around the

room has to contribute one idea.

® Mind Mapping: Creating a visual map of

ideas and their connections.

® Brain writing: Students should write their

ideas on paper and then pass it to the next

person to add more ideas.

4. Encourage Participation: Participants should

continuously encourage or prompts to generate new

ideas and accept all ideas without criticism.

5. Record all Ideas: Recording of all ideas in front

of the participants is necessary.

POST –SESSION:

1. Organize and Cluster Ideas: Grouping of

similar ideas to identify common themes.

2. Review and Discuss: Review of the ideas

generated and discusses their feasibility and

relevance.

3. Evaluate and selection of best Ideas:

Selecting the best one using affinity diagram or

voting method.

4. Develop Actionable Steps: Turn the best

ideas into actionable tasks.

5. Summarize the Session: Recap the main

ideas and decisions.

6. Follow-up: Distribution of the summary of

the session to all participants. Designing of next

follow-up actions to track progress on the action

item.

TIPS FOR SUCCESS:

1. A positive environment is essential for

creativity and generating ideas.

2. The person who carried out the session should

active all the time to keep it on track.

3. Use of any kind of visuals like pictures, charts

to stimulate creativity.

4. Keep a record of all ideas for future reference

and action.

Adapted Physical education aim to make

maximum contribution to the development of an

individuals with disability potentialities in all phase

of life.

Why Adapted Physical Education is important ?

Physical education is an integral part of our

school education system. Research has also proven

that physical education is necessary to develop

motor skills and aid in a All rounded development

of an individual. Physical education  gives

individuals  a chance to learn to work as a team,

develop interpersonal relations and it also helps

them release any kind of stress that they may be

holding on to.

For differently-abled students (mental/

physical), participating in a regular Physical

Education class along with other students may

become a challenge altogether. That is when the

idea of adapted physical education comes into play.

Adapted physical education (APE) is the art and
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science of developing, implementing, and

monitoring a carefully designed physical education

instructional program for a learner with a disability,

based on a comprehensive assessment, to give the

learner the skills necessary for a lifetime of rich

leisure, recreation, and sport experiences to

enhance physical fitness and wellness.

A child with disability should be provided

physical education in the school along with special

education services that he/she receives. Any student

who may have autism, Deaf – Blindness, hearing

impairment, intellectual disability, multiple

disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other health

impairment, serious emotional disturbance, specific

learning disability, speech or language impairment,

traumatic brain injury or visual impairment

including blindness needs to be provided adaptive

physical education for their development.

A child must first be assessed by a doctor for

his/her weaknesses and strengths. Accordingly a

physical training programme must be customised

to adapt and accommodate the weaknesses and

strengths. Physical education can improve a child’s

confidence and skill. It is also a good way to make

friends and prevent exclusion. rr
